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“Cowboy Life" Exhibit
Awar ded M atching Grant

ERF hasreceived agrant from the Arizona
Humanities Council (AHC) to develop a
Cowboy Lifeexhibit. Theexhibit will high-
light the Empire Ranch vaquero and cow-
boy traditions, methods of working with
cattle, and daily lives, including social and
family life.

The exhibit will be installed in the
1870s section of the ranch house where
the cowboysbunked. It will officialy open
on February 8, 2014, at a Cowboy Life
Family Fun Day at the Empire Ranch.

ERFiscollaborating with the Patagonia
Public Library to develop companion
projectsand eventsfor a Smithsonian Jour-
ney Stories Exhibition, scheduled from
January 4 to February 16, 2014, at the
PatagoniaLibrary.

The Cowboy Life Exhibit will tell the
vaqueros and cowboys' journey stories,
including their migration to Arizona from
Mexico and Texas, the transportation
methods used during this journey, their
motivations to move, as well as traditions
which were carried from their homelands
to the Empire Ranch.

The AHC grant provides $10,000 for
the exhibit. ERF will match this amount
with in kind volunteer hours, ERF and
BLM grant funds for education, and cash
contributions from two private donors.
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Empire100Western Art
Show Continueslts
Successful Tradition

The 13th Annual Empire 100 Western Art
Show & Sale at Northern Trust in Tucson
was outstanding from start to finish. With
the excitement of the opening night bell
ringing signifying sales, to the successful
close of the show in late February, this
year's show drew a steady stream of visi-
tors. At fina tally, 23 pieces of art were
sold at a value of $33,955. A portion of
each sale supports preservation efforts at
the Empire Ranch.

Northern Trust perfectly orchestrated
the Empire 100 show with the gracious
help of itsstaff and ERF volunteers. Laura

Fred Baker, a great friend of the Empire
Ranch Foundation, died of complications
from heart transplant surgery on April 10,
2013. Fred moved to the Sonoita area in
the early 1960s when his father, Howard
Baker, purchased alocal ranch. After gradu-
ating from Claremont Men's College, Fred
partnered with his father in owning and
operating the Open Cross Ranch until he
moved into the land and agricultural rea
estate business in the late 1970s.

Fred served on the Arizona Game and
Fish Commission and worked closely with
BLM staff to garner public support for and
assist with the land exchanges that led to
the creation of Las Cienegas National Con-
servationArea. Heserved onthe ERF Board
of Directors from 2006-2009, and chaired
the bylaws and nominating committees. As
aresult of his leadership and patience the
1997 ERF bylaws were restated and ap-
proved by the membership in 2008.

After leaving the Board, Fred contin-
ued to helpin many ways, including serv-
ing on ERF'sAdvisory Committee, partici-
pating in ERF's oral history program, and
sharing hisranching expertisewith ERF do-
cents-in-training. We will greatly miss
Fred's steadfast support and encourage-
ment.

Davis, art show chair, thanked Northern
Trust, and specifically Henry K. Boice
(whose family heritage is abig part of the
Empire Ranch history), and Frances M.
Merryman, who has advocated for the
show since its founding in 2000.

The Empire Ranch Foundation thanks
esteemed artist John Solie for gracing the
show as the Empire 100 Featured Artist.
We look forward to seeing the works of
Carol Swinney who was selected as the
Featured Artist for the 2014 show. Infor-
mation about next year's art show will be
publicized in late summer, and posted to
our website, empireranchfoundation.org.



Pr eservation and
Rehabilitation Continues

Progress continues on preservation and
rehabilitation at the Empire Ranch, although
visible, “on-the-ground” effects aren't al-
ways evident. At the Empire Ranch Visitor
Contact Station —more familiar to many
as the Huachuca House—much of the in-
terior rehab iscomplete, along with the new
roof. The historic double-hung windows,
dating to the original structure's construc-
tion at Fort Huachuca, were removed dur-
ing abatement of the lead-based paint on
and around them. They are being repaired
and reglazed in Tucson, and we expect
their completion this summer. The last
structural issue—damage to the founda-
tions from water running off the slope to
the south—will soon be addressed by re-
grading the area.

Other smaller projects are completed
at volunteer work days. February's efforts
included repairs to fences and gates; oil

3)
treatment on wood paneling in the dining
room; and planning for layout of railroad
tiesto help delineate parking areas and pro-
tect grassy areasaround the buildings. That
project was completed at the end of
March.

We also spent time in February look-
ing at specific projects that skilled volun-
teersareanxiousto "adopt.” Oneexample,
a success from last year, was the rehab of
the meat cooler in the Zaguan by volun-
teers Doug and Sally Pyne. Among the
specific tasks considered in February were
repairs and painting of the shelf unit and
butcher's table in the cowboy kitchen, and
continued work on fences, gates, and roll-
ing doors, including those on both sides
of the Tack Shed and on the east side of
the Feed Barn.

At the BLM, the contracting process
for work on the Adobe Hay Barn and his-
toric Ranch House moves forward. Hay
Barn proposals have been evaluated, and a
contract award is imminent. Because the
contractis"design/build," it must allow for
design, review, and consultation with the
State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO)
before actual work can commence.

During consultation with SHPO on the
Empire Ranch House, BLM was asked to
conduct further testing on the adobes used
in the walls, and on the soils next to the
foundations. The agency hopes to have a
contract for the testing available soon.

With continued support from ERF
members and volunteers, working with
BLM staff, 2013 will continue to bring
progress in preserving and protecting the
unique heritage resources at the Empire
Ranch.
